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Summary
Local civil defence has established a permanent office in Skoevde (LEMA) and in a meeting with NORSAR they requested several sites assessed. These assignments were later divided between the Swedish Rescue Services Agency (SRSA) and NORSAR. 
The UNDAC team have established themselves in Gothenburg and the SRSA have been requested to establish a Sub-OSOCC in the USAR-BoO in Skoevde. A liaison function, shared between NORSAR and SRSA, have been established within LEMA.
Security is still reported as precautionary, but there have been reports of threatening gangs of locals and some witnesses have heard gunfire. However, these reports have not been confirmed.
USAR teams are requested to report needs in other sectors of humanitarian activity during USAR operations.

Even though local medical resources are reported as stretched, local medical services have been able to take part in the handover process of survivors.

Operations
Based on request from LEMA, NORSAR assessed and performed USAR activities at SMEDSTORP. Civil defence was present and wanted assistance with two 2-5 stories, multi-family houses of reinforced concrete that was totally collapsed. A survivor were present, but was to traumatized to give a clear statement of the number of missing; however both adults and children were not accounted for. NORSAR found 3 victims alive and 0 dead. They were treated on-site and transported by NORSAR to local hospital.
A rapid assessment was conducted by NORSAR at SOENDRE RYA, UTM 33V 0434293-6476610. The area had predominately buildings of 4-5 stories multi-family housing of reinforced concrete with some single storey, public buildings of wooden structure. Approximately 40% of the multi-family houses had suffered major damage and several floors had collapsed. No significant damage to public houses was detected. There were no signs of HAZMAT. There was an obvious need for USAR teams in the area, but no teams were presently working. The preliminary findings of the assessment were reported directly to LEMA before leaving the area. 
During assessment at KJEPLUNDA, UTM 33V 0431601 – 6474078, a collapsed mine with two missing persons were discovered. The main shaft had collapsed and two workers were trapped inside. Locals had heard shouts for help through a ventilation shaft. NORSAR rescued two persons, one slightly injured adult and one seriously injured child, utilising the shaft as access-point supported with some equipment from SRSA. They were given first-aid treatment and stabilized before they were transported to local hospital by NORSAR.
Following SRSA assessment at industrial area BOEJA, UTM 33V 0428881 – 6492120, NORSAR performed USAR activities and located 4 live victims and 0 dead.1 was seriously injured and 3 slightly. They were given first-aid treatment and stabilized, before they were transported to hospital by local medical resources. No HAZMAT was detected, but the buildings were categorised as extreme unstable.
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
